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Section 6. Maintenance & Support service
All GW-60 go through inspections before users have it. In this section, we will explain how
to prevent the malfunctions, and how to care for the watch.

1. Do not operate buttons under water.

2. Do not operate the device in extreme temperatures.

3. To avoid the pogo pins getting rusty, and affecting the function of

charging and connection to PC or laptop, after using the device:

1) Wash it lightly in tap water

2) Wipe all moisture with a dry cloth, and cotton

buds clean the water on pogo pins

3) Allow it air dry.
